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Significant events have recently occurred in Ukraine. Not everyone knows about them as they have not been very large-scale. Still, the importance of these events is doubtless. 
Approximately fifteen mothers, relatives of those who were tortured and subject to cruel treatment during detention by law-enforcement agencies or during investigations met the representatives of the Prosecutor General’s Office. Some of them had been waiting for this meeting for 2 or 3 years. The meeting eventually occurred due to some demonstrations held by the group of young people on 26 June 2009 on the UN International Day against Torture
. 

About one hundred students of Chernihiv educational establishments, who are not registered in the city, have turned to local medical institutions.  Their goal was to pay attention of the local community to the problems of violation of patients’ rights. This flash-mob launched the set of educational activities carried out by young people who informed patients about their rights.
.

On October 2008 a group of young activists joined in the organization of people with vision deficiencies prepared a number of important informational and educational materials, including the Braille version of the European Convention in larger print, and the sound version of the Second Chapter of the Constitution of Ukraine recorded on CDs. These materials were used to carry out a special training for thirty students of Kharkiv educational establishments who are blind or have partial vision deficiencies.
.    
At the end of November 2008 the inhabitants of several regions of Kherson (the city on the South of Ukraine) could observe t-shirts hanging on the ropes between the trees with the following inscriptions: «Mummy, don’t beat me!», «If my parents beat me, who’s going to protect me?», «Neighbours, why do you keep ignoring my cries?» etc. The street performance «A child’s voice against domestic violence» was held by the youth organization New Generation. Similar events took place in five town of Kherson oblast within the framework of the campaign titled «16 days without violence»
.  
The Program for prevention of domestic violence has been adopted by the authorities of the town of Novotroitske located in Kherson oblast. The local authorities were persuaded in the necessity of such a program by a group of young people who are the members of the youth organization Princeps.
.
A common feature of all these campaigns and projects is that they were organized by the participants of the Understanding Human Rights Program. These are only some activities that have taken place within the framework of the contest for the youth groups’ initiatives in the sphere of human rights. The contest serves both as the follow-up of the process of education and as an immediate civil action due to which the situation with human rights observance is gradually becoming better. 

Such initiatives also consolidate the youth groups which continue working together, cooperate with non-governmental organizations or represent such organizations themselves. 

Apart from young people, the program educational measures are participated by teachers, journalists, representatives of non-governmental organizations, activists who work in the interests of susceptible groups of people etc.

The Understanding Human Rights Program has been implemented for a year and a half, yet it is difficult to evaluate in full its influence as an action aimed at protection and advocacy of human rights. Nevertheless, its influence is doubtless. A large number of small scale activities build up a single strong community. There are more and more people able to think critically and ready to advocate and protect human rights. A space for discussion is being created. 
A little experience accumulated within the Program proves that education can contribute to advocacy and protection of human rights, if DIDACTICS starts being used for human rights protection, since an educational process allows: 
· to know – what human rights are, what the mechanisms of their protection are, and how a person can protect and assert human rights. 
· to be able to notice issues concerning the observance of human rights and to be effective in actions aimed at the resolution of such issues. 
· to acquire practical skills due to which the compassion, initiativeness and activity will contribute to a success and the improvement of situation in the sphere of human rights observance. 
· to form a personal attitude based on the knowledge and experience towards topical issues regarding human rights observance. It as well gives ground to act consciously while respecting and taking into consideration opinions of others.   

ABOUT THE PROGRAM
Brief summary
The Understanding Human Rights All Ukrainian Educational Program is a non-governmental initiative. The program initiators are the representatives of the non-governmental organizations and individuals, who are either experts in the sphere of human rights education or are activists of the human rights movement. 

The program intends to influence the formal system of education as well as to promote the development of the informal education in the sphere of human rights.  

The program is implemented through the projects of partner organizations, which are united by the common goal and approaches applied according to the common plan of action. 

As of April 2009 the program has been consisting of separate components, which are separate nevertheless complementary projects. Financial support for these projects is gained from different sources. 

The program development creates new components through engaging new partners on the basis of overlapping (compliance) with the program conception of strategies, conceptions, goals and tasks. 
Background
It is difficult to determine when the idea of the program development emerged. It is obvious though that separate activists and non-governmental organizations, which strategic goals were similar to or overlapped, were convinced in the necessity of such a program. 

Practical steps concerning the program development and its implementation were made in 2007. 

Understanding the necessity of such a program and having the strategy for the period 2007-2009 as the basis, the representatives of the International Renaissance Foundation Program on the Rule of Law organized a short meeting of the representatives of non-governmental organizations, who work in the sphere of human rights education, in the spring 2007. In the course of the meeting there was announced an initiative regarding the consolidation of efforts of the non-governmental sector in the sphere of human rights education. 

In December 2007 there was carried out a non-formal expert meeting related to perspectives of  the development of human rights education in Ukraine.  Due to this meeting needs for educating separate target groups were specified, available possibilities were determined and a plan of action for the first stage of the program implementation (for the period 2008-2009) was developed.  

The plan of action for the period 2008-2009 is being implemented at present. The research activities related to the analyses of the needs of different target groups for human rights education, expert potential, organizations and available methodological manuals are also being performed.
Program Sphere of Influence
There is a lack of human rights understanding in our society. Due to the low level of knowledge of the society about human rights, fundamental freedoms and the mechanisms of their protection even the endeavors of citizens aimed at representing and protecting the public interests very often remain ineffective.
Several components that specify this problem could be emphasized.  

The first component implies the existing practice, when the human rights content is substituted.  More and more often human rights are used as a political tool or a magical word combination that help to veil the lack of words in political arguments. 

The second component implies the deficiency in a continuous public (official) system of human rights education. According to the reports of our government, the system of legal education for grades 1 to 11 was introduced in Ukraine. Such information was provided to the UN Committee against Torture and other cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment or punishment as an answer to the questions of the Committee to the 5th Ukrainian Periodic Report on execution of the Convention against Torture. First of all, however, human rights education is not completely identical to legal education. Secondly, for several years in a row there has been discussed a problem concerning the deficiencies caused by the content of the Legal Science program for 9th grades. 

The third component implies the lack of specialists who are able to use effectively and in a quality manner the educational tools in order to protect and advocate human rights.
The fourth component implies the lack of practical specialized educational programs for non-governmental organizations that would teach how to use effectively the tools for human rights protection (for example, how to carry out monitoring activities, to organize social public events, to prepare awareness campaigns, to plan strategic legal proceedings, etc.).
At the moment there are non-governmental organizations in Ukraine that implement different measures in the sphere of human rights education. Some Ukrainian methodological experience is available as well as materials of the Council of Europe and the United Nations regarding human rights education.  
The program mission  

The development of human rights culture in Ukraine
Within the program it is intended to promote the development of formal and informal education in the sphere of human rights. 
In order to promote the development of the formal system of education the following is suggested: the best experience, participation in the development of the governmental program, the establishment of the system of public monitoring to control the implementation of the governmental program. 
The program is a platform for partnership between all organizations and civil activists concerned. 
The program goal
Forming-up of competencies concerning human rights, democratic values, and the mechanisms of their protection and advocacy, concerning the ways of cross-cultural understanding and peaceful resolution of conflicts among socially active youth, activists of non-governmental organizations, journalists and individual groups of governmental agents, such as officials of law-enforcements agencies or of the system of education.  
Specific program goals
Specific goals are stipulated by particular target groups which receive education due to their commitment (“involvement”) to the problem that is of public interest. They also depend upon the level of their possible influence on the problem as well as upon the formative needs in the sphere of human rights education. Particular goals are specified by the documents containing the description of the educational program designed for these target groups. 

Specific goals include the achievement of a certain level of knowledge, skills and the development of an attitude. These goals mostly foresee the basic level of preparation. There are separate educational measures which can be attended by the basic level graduates such as, for example, programs that give knowledge on how to monitor human rights observance and so on. 
As of October 2009 the following groups have been involved in the educational process: 

· Young civil activists;
· Activists of non-governmental organizations;
· Teachers of schools and higher educational establishments;
· Journalists;
· Activists who work in the interests of people with disabilities;
· Officials of the Law enforcement agencies (the Minister’s Assistants of the Monitoring Department on keeping human rights in Law enforcement bodies activity, the MIA of Ukraine).
outcomes of the action plan ist stage implementation 
Implementation of the program tasks
There have been trained 127 young activists and representatives of non-governmental organizations. They have received knowledge on the active and competent activities for advocacy and protection of human rights;
There have been trained 70 teachers of middle schools who learned to teach human rights to school children using different organizational forms and methods of teaching human rights and adjoining subjects with possibilities to integrate the corresponding subjects to different classroom disciplines. They also learned to work with other participants of the educational process, such as teachers, parents, administration, and representatives of NGOs, which became schools’ partners, to create and support the educational atmosphere based on the human rights principles at school;
There have been trained 43
 activists. They have learned to organize and carry out measures for human rights education using different organizational forms;
There have been trained 28 representatives of non-governmental organizations who work in the interests of people with disabilities. They have learned about active and competent activities for advocacy and protection of rights of the representatives of this group (i.d. of people with disabilities);
22 journalists have been trained to advocate and protect human rights through the personal professional activity;
24
 activists have received knowledge on planning and carrying out human rights monitoring;
The materials of 6 educational courses have been systemized / described
. These materials are in the process of approval within the framework of the following projects: Human Rights School for Youth, the Course for Coordinators of Youth Measures for Human Rights Education, the Seminar on Human Rights Monitoring, Human Rights School for Teachers, the Role of Journalism in Human Rights Advocacy and Protection, the Seminar on Human Rights for Activists who Work in the Interests of Persons with Disabilities;

23
 projects of the youth groups in the sphere of human rights advocacy and protection have gained financial and expert support;

There have been created a web site of the Understanding Human Rights All Ukrainian Educational Program. Some other Internet resources are also supervised, such as the social network of the human rights movement activists, the electronic mailing list, the elements of distance learning etc.  
Basic training has been received by 26 representatives of the Monitoring Department on keeping human rights in Law enforcement bodies’ activity of the MIA of Ukraine; 

There have been adapted and published 1000 copies of the manual titled Teaching Youth Human Rights.
; 

Another quantitative data
· There have been held 15 educational courses for different target groups (for young activists and representatives of non-governmental organizations – 6 group, for teachers – 3 groups, for activists who work in the sphere of human rights education – 2 groups, for law enforcement agents (the Minister’s Assistants of the Monitoring Department on keeping human rights in Law enforcement bodies activity, the MIA of Ukraine) – 1 group);
· 307 persons have taken part in the educational courses of the program (33 persons out of 340 are the graduates of the previous educational measures of the program). These are notably: 70 teachers, 127 – young people, 43 – activists of the non-governmental organizations who work in the sphere of human rights education, 26 – Minister’s Assistants of the Monitoring Department on keeping human rights in Law enforcement bodies activity of the MIA of Ukraine; 28 – representatives of the non-governmental organizations  who work in the interests of people with disabilities; 22 – journalists; 24 – activists who received special training on human rights monitoring;
· About 20 activists are actively involved in the implementation of further activities in the capacity of trainers and experts.
Geography
The representatives of all regions of Ukraine have undergone training within the framework of the program. 
The AR of Crimea (20 persons); Vinnitsa oblast (12 persons); Volyn oblast (6 persons); Dnipropetrovsk oblast (15 persons); Donetsk oblast (19 persons); Zhytomyr oblast (10 persons); Zakarpattia oblast (4 persons); Zaporizhzhia oblast (8 persons); Ivano-Frankivsk oblast (5 persons); Kyiv oblast (10 persons); Kirovograd oblast (8 persons); Kryvyi-Rig oblast (2 persons); Lugansk oblast (25 persons); Lviv oblast (15 persons); Mykolaiv oblast (7 persons); Odesa oblast (12 persons); Poltava oblast (11 persons); Rivne oblast (7 persons); Sumy oblast (10 persons); Ternopil oblast (7 persons); Kharkiv oblast (25 persons); Kherson oblast (17 persons); Khmelnitsk oblast (5 persons); Cherkasy oblast (16 persons); Chernihiv oblast (12 persons); Chernivtsi oblast (9 persons); Kyiv (35 persons); Sevastopol (10 persons)
There have been two participants from Moldova.
The representatives of other countries, notably Georgia, Kazakhstan and Russia, have also applied for participation in the program.
activity
Human Rights Schools for Youth
Youth is one of the main target groups of the program. Participants of Schools/trainings on human rights can receive basic knowledge concerning democratic values, human rights and their understanding. Those who would like to be active in the sphere of human rights advocacy and protection can also build up the corresponding competences.  
The on-site training lasts for 8 days with the use of academic, active and interactive methods of education. A considerable success is gained due to the use of such educational techniques as Forum Theatre, Free2Choose, film-based discussions (particularly, documentary films). 
The participants are selected through a contest. The contest is announced for young people, ages from 18 to 28, who are motivated to work actively in the sphere of human rights advocacy and protection, cooperate or are interested in cooperation with human rights organizations. In their application forms young people state their motivations to participate in a particular school, describe their plans etc. At the moment persons interested can apply for a particular school by registering on the web-site. The obligatory condition for the applied candidates is to write an essay on one of the suggested topics. Usually about 100 to 125 persons apply for one measure. The group of participants consists of 20-25 people. 
After school or training is completed, young people can implement their own initiatives, projects and campaigns which are supervised and supported by the experts. The Program for the youth groups’ initiatives in the sphere of human rights is being implemented for the graduates of the Human Rights Schools for Youth. Within this program young people are provided with assistance of experts and also can get financial support for their initiatives, thus continuing their education in practical work. It allows combining education with action, which is one of the principles of the program. 
The trainers and experts are qualified teachers and practitioners, experienced representatives of non-governmental organizations, and graduates of the specialized educational programs. 
Human Rights Schools for Teachers
Within the framework of the program through teachers we work with young people under 18. 

School lasts for 7 days.  The School is relevant due to the absence of a systematic approach towards formal education in the sphere of human rights and due to the necessity of the development of the corresponding education in the informal sector and the formation of the system of monitoring of such education quality. In the context of the program development strategy the School allows to strengthen the influence on the system of formal education and to involve school-age children. 
School participants are able to obtain skills and knowledge concerning human rights and the formation of educational and pedagogical process based on the human rights principles, concerning forms and methods of teaching human rights and adjoining subjects including possibilities for integrating corresponding subjects into different educational disciplines.   
The participants are selected through a contest. The contest is announced for educators of schools and higher educational establishments I-II levels of accreditation who teach or plan to teach human rights within the framework of separate courses, optional classes or out-of-school activities.
After completing School its participants together with their pupils can take part in the network program for youth groups’ initiatives in the sphere of human rights. The program foresees the development and implementation of youth initiatives in the form of mini-projects aimed at advocacy and protection of human rights. 
Course for Coordinators of Youth Measures for Human Rights Education 
The course is meant for activists of the civil movement who intend organizing and implementing programs for human rights education. Its structure depends on its peculiarities. For instance, within the 2009 Course the participants were trained to carry out educational measures for youth. Within the 2008 Course the participants were mostly trained to implement educational projects for different target groups. 
It was not a random choice. In 2008 it was foreseen by the program development strategy to train the team’s partners who would later be involved in the educational measures of the program. As a result, fifteen graduates of the 1st Course have been actively involved in the educational measures in capacity of trainers and experts.
In 2009 it was essential to train organizers of educational measures on human rights for youth as it is foreseen by the next year strategy to increase the number of programs for youth and to carry out more of local Human Rights Schools for youth. 
The Course consists of two 7-days trainings. In between the trainings the participants complete home assignment foreseeing the development of an educational measure in the sphere of human rights implemented on the local level.      

The participants are selected through a contest. The contest is announced for activists of non-governmental organizations and initiative groups that work for advocacy and protection of human rights and are interested in organizing and implementing measures in the sphere of human rights education. 
The participants’ initiatives may be provided with supervision and support at the end of the Course, particularly if they are supported at the local level. They can apply for the contest the winners of which carry out Schools for youth in their locality. The graduates of the Course are involved in the network of the Program graduates.  
Seminar on human rights for activists who work in the interests of persons with disabilities
The rights of people with disabilities are usually associated with social benefits and guarantees. There is no approach that would be based on human rights principles presupposing that the rights of people with disabilities form a separate category.  There have been changes in views and approaches towards the issues of disability since the UN Convention on Rights of Persons with Disabilities was adopted. Whereas earlier these approaches were based on medical and social guarantees, now their foundation is the observance of human rights. 
The participants of the Seminar are activists who work in the interests of persons with disabilities. 
The methodology of the seminar has its peculiarities. It is necessary to consider that the participants themselves might have different types of disabilities. 
The seminar was organized in partnership with the National Assembly of the Disabled of Ukraine (NADU). The participants were selected by the NADU, which also provided the majority of funds. 
The seminar lasted for 5 days
.

The seminar on journalism and human rights
Certain improvements concerning the right to freedom of expression have occurred in Ukraine. Nevertheless, in their materials journalists rarely cover or evaluate events from a perspective of human rights. At the same time they are in need of protection and have to have competencies on how to cover information enjoying the right to freedom of expression with maximum safety. 
The content of education for journalists is to be based on the knowledge and skills concerning freedom of expression and the specific character of the preparation of materials on human rights and fundamental freedoms. 
Amongst the existing materials on methodology there is a small amount of subject manuals on separate aspects of human rights, such as a manual on hate speech or a manual on certain aspects of children’s rights. There is a need for a uniform manual that would teach basics of human rights and fundamental freedoms together with the principles of freedom of expression within the context of a journalist’s activity. 
The seminar participants receive knowledge on the role of journalism in the human rights advocacy and protection and learn about the safety for journalists. 
The program of the seminar was developed together with the Helsinki Foundation for Human Rights (Warsaw, Poland). The seminar was also attended by the expert of the mentioned Foundation.  
The contest is announced for the journalists who work for the Ukrainian mass media. The selection criteria are the following: the candidates should work actively in the existing mass media and should have experience in writing materials concerning the advocacy and protection of human rights. 
The content of the seminar answers the following general questions:

· How to prepare materials concerning human rights problems?

· How to write materials in compliance with human rights standards?

· The safety of journalists.   

The group consists of 20-25 participants. In 2009 66 persons applied for the seminar, out of which 22 candidates were selected. 
The seminar for journalists was rather successful and corresponded to the participants’ needs. Moreover, the participants worked out substantial recommendations concerning the organization of work with journalists. In particular it was suggested to hold joint human rights courses for journalists and representatives of non-governmental organizations. 
Seminar on human rights monitoring 

The participants of the seminar can receive special training in planning and carrying out human rights monitoring.
The contest is announced for the participants of the previous educational measures of the Understanding Human Rights Program. 
The selection criteria are the following:

· The presence of motivation and plans to carry out human rights monitoring;

· The clear understanding of the problem of public interest, the resolution of which should be influenced by the monitoring actions; 

· The distinctness of the objective of actions which include human rights monitoring.
In the application forms the candidates have to specify particularly their motivation for participation in the seminar. Moreover, they have to describe their plans regarding human rights monitoring. The description is provided in a free form and should contain the following mandatory elements: 

1) the concrete definition of the problem of public interest, the resolution of which should be influenced by the monitoring actions;

2) the indication of a subject and an objective of the monitoring being planned.
The program of the seminar was developed together with the Helsinki Foundation for Human Rights (Warsaw, Poland). The seminar was also attended by the expert of the mentioned Foundation.  
Youth initiatives in the sphere of human rights
The contest of youth initiatives in the sphere of human rights is carried out within the framework of the program. After completing the program, the participants may work out their own mini-projects and may receive expert and resource support in the course of the project implementation. 
The contest’s objective is to involve young people in activities aimed at the advocacy and protection of human rights. Through such activities it is foreseen, first of all, to influence directly the problems of the observance of human rights in Ukraine, and, secondly, to strengthen the effectiveness of the technique that foresees learning through action. 
The contest is announced for enterprising youth groups whose leaders or representatives participated in the educational measures of the Understanding Human Rights All Ukrainian Educational Program. The contest is also considered for school youth groups consulted by teachers who participated in the mentioned educational measures. 

The projects aimed at the promotion and protection of human rights are supported within the framework of the contest. The projects may foresee effective activities aimed at the resolution of specific problems existing in a society or a local community, aid and advice in legal matters provided for people or representatives of specified groups. They may also foresee monitoring of human rights observance or some particular elements of monitoring actions, informational and educational activities. 
The examples of youth initiatives that were implemented within the framework of this contest are mentioned in the first article of this report titled The Understanding Human Rights Program: Educational Measures for Protection and Advocacy of Human Rights.
The web site of the Understanding Human Rights All Ukrainian Educational Program and other information recourses 
The web site (www.edu.helsinki.org.ua) 
The web-site was created in order to form the steadfast community of the graduates of the Understanding Human Rights Program and is a handy informational and methodological resource allowing the program graduates to find:

· the information about the scheduled program educational measures
· the information about human rights seminars and trainings held by other organizations in Ukraine and abroad
· the documents and methodological materials on human rights
· the contacts of non-governmental organizations and programs established in Ukraine, in the CIS countries and in Europe…
The web site is…

· a powerful tool for administering contests held within the framework of the program
· a platform allowing the program graduates to inform the Ukrainian society about their activities
· a tool for informing the community concerned about the program activities (the news digest is mailed to more than 100 civil activists, journalists and experts)
The web site
· For 9 months since the web-site was created it has been visited by almost 50000 people
· During September – October 2009 the number of daily visits of the web site tripled constituting at the moment from 100 to 150 users every day. 
· The web site has become the source of information for the leading information publications of Ukraine (Telekrytyka, Korespondent, the news agency UNIAN).
Other information services 

· The program is provided with informational supervision – approximately 15 information messages about the program educational measure have been published by the electronic and print media. 

· The “HR_Еducation” mailing list as well as some other local mailing lists of the program graduates were created to exchange news, experience and in order to receive consultations from the human rights experts.

· A service is provided for the graduates to spread information about measures carried out by them in more than 300 regional and national publications. 
Information resources development
Extension of the web site services
· The search of information about the program graduates will be simplified to strengthen interaction in the community
· There will be introduced the system of distance education in the sphere of human rights
Theme resources

· It is intended to create a specialized resource for the School human rights network
· Activists of the human rights movement will be provided with opportunities to create their own web sites for the purpose of spreading information about their organizations and initiatives implemented within the framework of the project for the social network of human rights activists. 
There have been developed a concept of the social network of human rights activists, and a tender for the creation of such a social network is still being held.  It’s goal is: 

· to create a platform for the human rights activists to interact and exchange their experience and information, to collect and propagate stories of success   
· to support and create new connections between activists and organizations, to simplify the search of partners for joint projects
· to immediately inform the human rights community about urgent issues or important events
· to organize and supervise campaigns for civil impact
· to improve strategies and tactics of actions for human rights protection
· to improve methods and methodological materials on human rights education, to introduce the model of distance learning
· to monitor human rights observance and to collect information about violations.
Techniques and methods of education
The “education for action” principle is in the core of the methodology used in the program for teaching human rights.  
The program educational measures include both academic form of education, active and interactive ones.     

The education is oriented at the personal experience of participants; it considers their both psychological and physical peculiarities. An inclusive approach is used in the program educational measures, thus educational groups usually include persons with disabilities which is considered in the logistics and the methodology of educational measures.
The up-to-date pedagogical techniques, such as Forum Theatre, Free to Choose, and educational films are integrated in the process of education. Apart from mandatory studies there are evening optional classes, such as Discussion clubs. The participants usually base their discussions on documentary films – the laureates of the International Film Festival Human Rights Documentary Days.
Evaluation of the program: approaches, methods, tools 
The program foresees the system of evaluation which includes both internal and external evaluation. 
The subjects of evaluation are: the process of implementation of separate measures and of their outcomes, the reaction of participants, the level of knowledge, skills and the personal approach development, etc. 
At the end of every measure participants complete evaluation forms. In the course of education the team of organizers analyzes the level of knowledge obtained. 
In 2009 the experts of the Helsinki Foundation for Human Rights (Warsaw, Poland) were invited to carry out the evaluation.

The Program implementation scheme and its financing
As of October 2009 the program plan of action have been implemented by means of four projects:

1) Program for human rights education in Ukraine – the joint project of the Ukrainian Helsinki Human Rights Union and the Norwegian Helsinki Committee. The project is financed by the Royal Norwegian Ministry of Foreign Affairs.
The majority of seminars and trainings are carried out within the framework of this project. It foresees logistics and practical implementation of the program measures as well as the expert and financial support of initiatives held by the program graduates in the sphere of human rights advocacy and protection. 
2) Understanding Human Rights – the project of the non-governmental organization M’ART which is financed by the International Renaissance Foundation within the Rule of Law Program.
The project ensures the methodical support of the program measures, the development of methodical materials and manuals, PR support of the program, the web site functionality and the program evaluation. 
3) International experience in the introduction of educational programs in the sphere of human rights. The project is financed by the International Renaissance Foundation within the Program East-East: Partnership without Borders. 
The project ensures the participation of international experts, observers and certain participants in the program educational measures. 
4) The project of the National Assembly of the Disabled of Ukraine.

The majority of funds necessary for the implementation of the seminar for people who work in the interests of persons with disabilities were provided within the framework of this project.
